e Driving lanes and exit/entrances should be kept open, as should bus area bays and driving
lanes.

insurance.

e  Student vehicles may be subject to search if there are reasonable grounds to believe that
drugs, alcohol, stolen property or other contraband might be present in the vehicle.

Failure to follow school guidelines as listed on this form or in the student handbook may
result in the removal of either the parking permit, student vehicle, or both.

Upon receipt of this completed form and the $25 fee, a sticker will be issued. The sticker
should be applied to the lower left corner of the front window of your vehicle.

The sticker assigned to a particular student vehicle is for that student vehicle only.
The sticker is not transferrable to another student. Sticker replacement cost is $25.
